The order directs the water system to:  Submit a project report and design documents for installing continuous disinfection of the drinking water.

The department took this action because: There is a sampling history of the presence of coliform bacteria.

The above-listed violations require this Public Notice to include the following mandatory health-effects language: Coliforms are bacteria that are naturally present in the environment and are used as an indicator that other, potentially harmful, waterborne pathogens may be present or that a potential pathway exists through which contamination may enter the drinking water distribution system.  

At this time, the water system is taking the following steps to return to compliance with applicable regulatory requirements:  Installation of a chlorination system at each City well site by July 2020.

Steps customers should take to protect their health:   None at this time.
